The idea is to cut all the fancy designs into it but keep the final outline uncut and larger than needed.  Then you can place the butterfly exactly where and how you want it on the picture.  Tape it down and cut the outline.  You get a good fit and none of the problems with small pieces being put into a large picture and all that.

    In fact this works on many items, build and the cut in, unless the picture is so big it is easier to trace an outline and cut.  But we all know that is real fun if you need a good tight fit.
