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   Dennis picked up a little veneer and some more glue.  He uses Weldwood Plastic Resin Glue.  It is a powder and he mixes it about 20% thicker than called for.  He does not like it so thin.

  Nothing against the pre mixed glue, many people are happy with it but he likes it thicker and its dark color sometimes can be used to high light around or stain interior open cuts for definition.

    Dennis has added almost his entire collection to the pugetsoundmarquetry.org  web site, he did that with a new page and some thumbnail pictures in a word Documents.  .  Some turned out fai,r others are small and hard to see but if printed in color a fair amount of detail can be seen  If you want a larger picture he could e-mail you a much largre version.  These do not contain the ones he no longer has for many reasons.  

One new show was added in November.  He was invited on Dec. 11th. to show his pictures at the opening of the new Nagomi Tea House in Seattle.  He will be joined by many other Japanese artistes at this event.

Dennis has 2 large pictures in planning.  He has a photo of a drum for one of them below and a drummer.
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The drum is about 9 by 6 inches and the girl is about 11 by 11 inches.  The drum is 5 to 6 foot long.

Just a stand to sit the drum on and some pavement. They were at the 2011 Matsuri, Taiko drums.
