But we did get to a Portland chapter meeting, that was decided at 10 PM Friday night and Dennis left at 6 AM the next day.  They are the same with about 15 people showing up at their meetings and all doing Marquetry regularly.

We thought it might be interesting to see what we did in 2011. The Chapter’s year ending summary for 2011 is below.

The year was busy but fun, or we would not do it!!!

We entered 22 art shows, juried out of 7, so we had 15 shows over 8 months. Strange but the 7 shows we did not get in, they liked our money but not our art.

We had a total of 10 full days of demonstrating,

20 weeks in galleries, which over lapped the art shows

3 art walks,

two people took the half day class,

presented 2 Marquetry pictures to 2 people, (attached: Kristi and Northwest Taiko)

And one first place.

We gave away 375 book markers, 350 chapter cards for our website and about 300 hits on the Chapter’s website from 24 countries.

Dennis had a small raid on his veneer supply for some people’s future pictures.  Only about 500 feet went out, his only comment was, “hardly worth the effort to inventory”.

Dennis tried to bleach some veneer to get a dyed red piece to go from light pink to red.  It did not work, either it was red or bare wood.  Sanding only got back the red.  Likely in the dying process one would have to control the color at the start and put less or a different color in some how.
